Reading Room/Space Reductions -- Tammy Welcome and Ulli Weier

· The new Reading Room designs were shared – pictures are posted on the LLC Web.
· A letter was given to the Director outlining ideas and plans to fulfill the Library Use.
· We need to be mindful regarding the adjustable bookshelves, and the ability for people to reach the journals and books as part of the American Disability Act.
· Door access had multiple discussions; e.g., keeping noise out, locked after hours, badge readers for access, visitors/guest house users, after-hours safety, building lighting, etc. 

· Electricity:  there are only two outlets in the room; more outlets are needed.  We could consider placing outlets between the shelving units; and/or over the ceiling and down along the windows behind the curtains.

· Budget:  Still waiting to hear from the Director.  We have been working with Chris Yetter.  We will probably need to cut back on all items which are non-essential.

· Another meeting is being scheduled by Laura Chen next week to learn more details for the new Reading Room.

· We are waiting to hear back from Laura Chen regarding confirmation of the current library space and plans.  The target date for reducing our current Library space is mid-May.  Rosio is to talk with Jim.
New Materials Purchases/Current Library Update -- Michael Golden

· Purchase plans for books for the new Reading Room upon budget approval (the budget would be a supplement to the current funding level for the current Library):
· $80K FY10 – 400 books

· $80K FY11 – 400 books

· $30K FY12 – 150 books

· $30K FY13 – 150 books

· The bookshelves, as designed, should hold 1000 books.
· Book purchases need to happen soon to be able to get the books onsite in this fiscal year.

· People around LBNL are being recruited and invited to assist in the selection of books to purchase.  
· The topics for purchase are in alignment with LBNL strategic areas:  Carbon Cycle 2.0, Next Generation Light Source, etc.
· For the current library space, 600 shelves of journals are in the warehouse, and 70 shelves in compact shelving room with electronic access, all printed journals are going to the warehouse.

· It is necessary to be able to retrieve books, journals, and reports if they are not available electronically.  The retrieval process typically takes two days.


Journals Project Update -- Mary Ann Mahoney
· Issues with access for online journals is being investigated and fixed.  We are looking forward to seeing improvement in access.
