Meeting Minutes:
1. Announcements: UCB Library Partnership and Division/Patent Review change update (Rosio Alvarez) 
Currently, faculty-sponsored post docs at LBNL have access to UCB online electronic journal resources. IT is working to collaborate with campus libraries to extend access. UCB-sponsored post docs that were paid through LBNL were previously not eligible, but now they are. The plan is to expand access next to non-UCB sponsored post docs. Rosio meets with the UCB head of library, Tom Leonard, on campus June 20 to talk about eventually extending access to all Lab scientists. Costs are currently unknown. Hopefully, they will be the same. 

Division patent review update: Rosio received a recommendation from Corwin on how to streamline the review process. The idea is to give more discretion to the divisions to have the report reviewed before it gets to the Reports Coordination Office. This recommendation was presented to Graham Fleming, and he plans to meet with David McGraw and Sandy to discuss. Rosio has been socializing this with people, and hopes to move it to the senior leadership council meeting and then on to division directors meeting. Draft changes to the RPM will soon be sent out to LLC members. 


2. RCO Reports Catalog Update: Jeff Willer
A submission system is being developed, and users will need to use LDAP logon and password protection to access it. That will become the Library’s policy. Email access will not be granted, because creating a new system creates another security vulnerability. LDAP data will allow pre-fill for parts of the form. The educational rollout will include online training.  Jeff is working with Jane to streamline the look and feel of the reports website using new technology. A draft will be given to Jane tomorrow. It will eventually be up on the website for review. Jeff will send an email with the new website to LLC members in the next two weeks. Jeff is working with Jose, e-scholarship and others (ASTI?) to figure out certain XML data that must be submitted, and taking data in current reports catalog and importing it. Timeline is to finish this before scientists have to submit their PRDs. Divisions’ review will not be built in, but the procedure and workflow must be determined. Members propose that the division review take place before it arrives in the reports catalog. When it’s functional, all members are asked to try it out. Jeff will present a development system and user feedback is appreciated. Jeff will add the ability to track all the things that have been submitted, and keep copies. Archives and Records still want a hard copy. The system will have a PDF converter that you can print out. The PDF goes to the file system and Jane’s group will have access to the PDF to print it out. A paper copy is needed for Archives and Records. Who will print it out? The scientists? Archives and Records?  IT will take the question of who prints the submissions offline. 

 
3. Library Construction Update: Jane Tierney 
Jane showed the Library space chart and layout plan. The Library will soon have a new scanner microfiche reader and a new reference desk. The work has been funded, but it will be another six weeks before final design and procurement is done and an additional month for construction. Construction plans to be completed by end of July. They’re looking at price of painting the entire walls; current Facilities plans are to paint to a height of 8 feet up the walls. Some asbestos abatement was done on certain pipes, and broken plate glass windows will be replaced in June. Broken tiles will be replaced. And the main entrance broken glass door will be replaced. These costs are putting restraints on the plans.
Members expressed concern about the project manager and library plans in Facilities. LLC will contact Sandy Merola. The Library needs a HVAC system, because there is currently no heating or air ventilation system present or operational. 

One cart of reference books is missing in the chaos of construction and space compaction. The library staff is continuing to look for the materials in on site storage used during the changes.
4. Library Survey Update
The Lab will have two weeks to vote on which journals are the most important. The first survey was in February 2005. LDAP authentication is required. It is hoped everyone will take the survey at that time. Everyone on the LLC is asked to take the final survey by May 31st. Corwin will send out an announcement with a survey link this afternoon. There are a few lists in the original that do not correspond to a journal. Some personal descriptions look like they correspond to websites and/or have cryptic names. The survey has two parts, a pre-survey and a Q&A. Names and categories have been fixed. There are now no check boxes for outdated journal names. 
One of the open questions is what to do about annual reviews of book series. Most of them are on the journal lists. Annual reviews are available in hard copy or online, and the Library should decide how they should be available depending on costs and accessibility. Jane reported that the cost of online availability is prohibitive and limits access to just a few months compared to the hard copy, access to which does not expire.
5. Other Items

The other issue is whether or not the Library has private documents among its Archives and Records and how they are stored. Only things that could be made public were being accepted under certain DOE security guidelines. Will certain docs be private forever? Or just for a period of time? Some reports are not made public, some for official use only (OUO) or available thru LDAP authentication. Other reports contain info that is post 9-11 official use only. Another category, created a funded order from OSTI that’s not approved. 
Patents submissions and notifications need a way to be stored. Now people will only submit papers that are accepted and read to be made public. It’s better for us to handle submissions that have already been made public. Due to classified work, Livermore has much more difficult time and therefore a more robust system. Jane says they’ve benchmarked with Livermore, but what we’re looking at here are decisions made based on their input. “Official Use Only” documents are handled on a case by case basis.  There is a public/private question in the field and then goes thru an internal library review to determine if it’s OUO or not. 

Edith Bourret-Courchense reported that she’s had some difficulty with UC links being broken to journal publishers’ sites. Jane reported this is always a challenge, since librarians at our site and UCB have to work with each vendor, society and publisher to update these links. Currently the only way to resolve them globally is with a link-resolver, and that would require $100,000 to implement, allowing publishers to auto-update names of journals and their links. Without this product, there’s not much that can be done. There’s too much volatility in the industry. It’s very time consuming for staff to make these changes constantly.
Edith also raised a concern about the quality of publishers’ digitized backfiles. We are relying at LBNL more and more on electronic backfile access, and often, in her chosen journals, the digitized files are inadequate for accurate research, due to bad scanning, missing pages or charts and illustrations, or bad reproduction quality. The value of the physical journals is underestimated. Jane requested scientists provide names of publishers with known problems and the library would contact them and try to get better results or corrected articles. 
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
