MEETING MINUTES

Announcements:

Organizational Changes:
When Rosío Alvarez first arrived eight months ago the Library reported to her predecessor, Sandy Merola.  After spending the past seven months trying to understand IT’s services and how to best offer its services to the Laboratory, organizational changes were needed. The decision was made to move the Library to the User Support Department, managed by Rosemary Lowden.  Since the Library and Archives offers Lab wide services it made more sense to have the Department reside in an area that deals directly with IT’s customers.  Jane Tierney will continue to head the group and will now report to Rosemary. The Group is comprised of the Library, Archives and Reports Coordination Teams.
 

LBNL/UCB Partnership:
The Lab is working on obtaining the same level of journal access as those available to UCB. Rosío has been in discussions with representatives from the California Digital Library (CDL) and UCB, and is gaining an understanding of the technical and legal issues involved, determining the relationship of the two organizations (i.e., LBNL, UCB), identifying the journal access the Lab wants and/or doesn’t want then mapping it to those that are available to campus. There are legal issues that arise, therefore, Rosío and Rosemary are scheduled to meet with Ivy Anderson (CDL), Tom Leonard (UCB), and Mary McDonald (UCOP–Legal) in the next couple of weeks to discuss the challenges and review LBNL’s options.


Report Submission System:
Jeff Willer and Irina White, developers in the Application Support Group provided a demo of the new Report Submission System.  A thorough presentation of the submission process was shown to the group. It was described that the first phase would be to submit documents for public viewing and the second phase would be for submission of private documents. A lengthy discussion ensued within the group regarding the submission process of an abstract that becomes an extended abstract or a conference paper.  Will a new report number need to be issued, as it is no longer an abstract?  The group also requested that the process of Books and Book Chapters be reviewed and an update provided at the next meeting.  Other comments from the group about the form included that it was too long and that the required fields should be moved to the top of the form. Corwin also suggested that a small group of volunteers be put together for a separate review of the submission process and that the link be forwarded to the LLC for their comments and feedback. Jeff Willer and Irina will revise the form based on the suggestions of the LLC.  The rollout date of the new Report Submission System has yet to be determined.


Survey Results:
Jane Tierney reported that there were 650 respondents to the survey, which was  less than the last survey (1300 respondents, 17 months ago after the journal cuts).  Jane displayed graphs that showed the following data and information:

· Use of Physical Library?

· Book Collection Spending?

· Survey Comments
Next steps will be a complete analysis of the results, identify any potential non-renewals, continue to pursue full access of UCB subscriptions, explore pay-on-demand article options, and review individual subscriptions.

Construction Update:
Construction of the Library is running 7-8 business days behind.  A tentative move in date is scheduled for 8/15.  Painting issue from floor to ceiling has been resolved.  
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
