Integrated Library System: 

An ILS, or Integrated Library System, is a sort-of Enterprise Resource Planning System for a library. The purpose of an ILS is to integrate the Library’s Online Public Access Catalog (OPAC), cataloging, circulation and staff administration data and transactions.
This allows patrons and staff to access information relevant to their needs.

· Circulation and Borrowing

· Online Public Access Catalog (OPAC) 

· Online and physical journal availability, including backfile coverage dates

· Allows searching and display of library information via the web, without creating static HTML pages. 

· Allows searching all LBNL licensed journals.

· Allows library staff to work in one interface to control all library administrative activities and see the same information. 

· Replaces the library’s use of spreadsheets for library management.

· Inter-Library Loan Services

· Allows the Reference Desk Librarian to record and track loans for patrons.

· Research Requests

· Allows the Reference Desk Librarian to record and track research queries and develop FAQs to aid future inquiries.

Implementation:
· We will use IP address ranges to allow access to subscribed electronic journals
· VPN will continue to provide access for off-site users

· No LDAP authentication – initially

· Will eventually allow federated searching across all LBNL Library informational assets including Lab Reports 
Future:
· Current status - Liberty 3 has been loaded with Lab’s library catalog data.  We are currently checking the integrity of the data.
· System ready for Library staff use by January

· Limited publicity for scientist use until federated search available in early spring
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
