Corwin presented with revisions that need to be made to update the Committee Charter so that the wording correctly reflects the current relationship between the Committee and the IT Division.  Options on how to select a new chair were put forth and voted on.  Missing members will be asked to vote again via email to select between the two tied options

Jeff Loo introduced himself and shared his background with the committee.  His immediate goal as liaison is to complete an enlisting tour from the Scientific Divisions to learn more about their respective information needs as well as what they would like to see as a result from the partnership.  Jeff aspires to create a subjects database to link science research areas to the specific libraries on campus.

In conclusion, Jeff ‘s plan in his role is to offer the Laboratory representation in collection development issues on campus as well as encourage the campus librarians to visit the Laboratory to elicit more ideas on how to provide expanded services to the Laboratory scientists.  

Rosemary Lowden presented for Mary Ann Mahoney regarding the Partnership between UCB and LBNL, emphasizing that the goal of the partnership is equity rather than a cost saving measure nor is it just an outsourcing endeavor.  Discussion ensued on the logistics of negotiations and the nature of the collection on a whole.  Elsevier negotiations are completed.  There will be two contracts but we were able to attain the UC back files, eBooks, a cost reduction and a lower cap for next year.  This is a victory.  Much credit is given to the negotiators on campus for their heroic efforts enduring multiple intractable negotiation sessions.
Bob Cahn gave a brief update on the status of his vision for the reference library to be relocated to the cafeteria.  His plan has been readily adopted by lab management.    In addition, a book budget is being investigated to accompany this idea of a new update reference collection to represent this “Barnes and Noble” version of the library.  It was agreed that Michael would get input from the members and others in their divisions about books to be purchased should there be funding available later this year.
Jeff Loo gave a presentation on Open Access Publishing.  He agreed to follow up on how to make his presentation more targeted to the Laboratory environment and will meet with Reports Coordination and Technology Transfer on how their requirements impact Open Access publishing. Rosemary will share the information Sue gathered on which journals Lab researchers have published in.  Time was scarce so discussion will ensue at the following meeting.
