MATERIALS OWNERSHIP

Qualification Data:  For qualified refrigerant recovery technician.
Statement of Refrigerant Recovery:  
Signed by refrigerant recovery technician responsible for recovering refrigerant, stating that all refrigerant that was present was recovered and that recovery was performed according to EPA regulations.  Include name and address of technician and date refrigerant was recovered.
QUALITY ASSURANCE
EPA Notification Regulations:
The LBNL Project Manager will be responsible for ensuring that the appropriate governmental entities, such as the EPA, are notified of the demolition work.
Refrigerant Recovery Technician Qualifications:  Certified by EPA-approved certification program.

Notify the University promptly of contaminated, vermin infested, or dangerous materials encountered.

EXAMINATION
General:
Proceed with installation only after unsatisfactory conditions have been corrected.
PREPARATION
General:
Provide, erect, and maintain temporary barriers and security devices.
Prevent movement or settlement of adjacent structures.  Provide bracing and shoring.
Obtain a "Permit to Penetrate or Excavate Surfaces at LBNL" from the Facilities Department prior to performing excavation or cutting of concrete or asphalt.	
Disconnect, remove, and cap designated utility lines within demolition areas.
Mark location of disconnected utilities.  Identify utilities and indicate capping locations on as‑built drawings.
PROTECTION
General:

Demolish indicated structures and appurtenances in an orderly and careful manner. Cease operations and notify the University immediately if adjacent structures appear to be endangered.  Do not resume operations until corrective measures have been taken.
Except where noted otherwise, immediately dispose of demolished material away from LBNL site in accordance with Division 01 Section "Special Procedures". 
When the Drawings indicate that trees are to be removed, chip the demolished vegetation and deliver it to a staging site designated by the University at the Laboratory.
Relocate materials to be reinstalled or retained in manner to prevent damage.  Store and protect in accordance with Division 01 Section "Special Procedures".
Do not burn or bury materials on the LBNL site.
Site Access and Temporary Controls:
