QUALITY ASSURANCE
Comply with Division 01 Section "Special Procedures".
Manufacturers Qualifications: The manufacturer of the specified product shall have a program for training, certifying and technically supporting a national Approved Contractor Program for a minimum of  10 years. The manufacturer shall also be certified as meeting the ISO 9000 Quality Standard at all facilities producing the specified product.
Subcontractor Qualifications: Subcontractors shall be an Approved Contractor of the manufacturer of the specified product, who has completed a program of instruction in the use of the specified product. 
DELIVERY, STORAGE AND HANDLING
Deliver the specified product in original, unopened containers with the manufacturer’s name, labels, product identification and batch numbers.

Broadcast silica sand on the treated surface to refusal.
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
