1.3 SUBMITTALS

A. Submit under provisions of Divisions 01 Section "General Requirements" and "Special Procedures."
B. Product Data:  Submit 7copies of manufacturer's product, specifications, material safety data sheets, and mixing and installation instructions.  Data shall include recommended proportions for materials, including mineral aggregates, for the various depths of fills required for the Project.

C. Closeout Submittals:

1. Material Safety Data: Submit 7 copies of sealant and adhesive quantity use for  in accordance with requirements of BAAQMD Regulation 8-51.

1.4 QUALITY ASSURANCE
A. Regulatory Requirements:

1. Materials and installation methods shall comply with requirements of Bay Area Air Quality Management District Regulation 8-51.

1.5 DELIVERY, STORAGE AND HANDLING

A. Deliver materials, except aggregates, to job site in manufacturer's original, unopened containers clearly labeled with manufacturer's name, and product name and number. 
PART 2 -  PRODUCTS

2.1 materials

A. Manufacturer and System:   Crossfield Products Corp. "Dex-O-Tex G-26 Underlayment", or equal.

B. Latex: G-26 Paste.

C. Powder:  G-26 dehydrating cement composition.

D. Mineral Aggregate:  Clean, coarse dry sand, graded so as to pass #12 sieve and be retained on #30 sieve.  Where depth of fills require, clean, washed and dried pea gravel may be used in accordance with manufacturer's instructions.

PART 3 -  EXECUTION

3.1 examination

A. Surfaces shall be clean and free of dirt and other foreign matter, oil, grease, and other contaminants which might interfere with bond of underlayment.

B. Commencing work implies acceptance of conditions as satisfactory.

3.2 INSTALLATION

A. Follow manufacturer's instructions and recommendations.

B. Follow manufacturer's instructions and recommendations for mixing equipment and proportioning of materials.  Mineral aggregates shall be thoroughly dry.

C. Install material to provide uniform drainage slopes.

D. Trowel to smooth uniform surfaces free of defects and imperfections which would telegraph through the completed flooring installation.
