· Originally the US Navy wanted to paint the bridge black with yellow stripes for visibility
· The builder was determined to cheat death by providing every known safety device for workers
· Lead to modifying mining helmets by local manufacturer-first hard boiled hat worksite
· Glare free goggles
· Respirator masks
· Special diets to fight vertigo
· Sauerkraut juice “cures” for hangovers
· First project to dismiss workers (davedevils) for grandstanding on the cables
· Safety net
    -11 total fatalities
    -19 workers fell and saved by the safety nets
    -Safety record set and lost with one accident broken by falling scaffold
