OSHA Heat App
· The OSHA Heat Safety Tool, you have vital safety information available whenever and wherever you need it - right on your mobile phone.
· The App allows workers and supervisors to calculate the heat index for their worksite, and, based on the heat index, displays a risk level to outdoor workers. 
· Then, with a simple "click," you can get reminders about the protective measures that should be taken at that risk level
·  Protect workers from heat-related illness-reminders
· What to do in an emergency
· Adjusting work operations 
· Monitoring for signs and symptoms of heat-related illness. 
· Stay informed and safe in the heat, check your risk level.

Beach Safety
· Swimming in the pool is not the same as swimming at a surf beach 
· Smooth water located between breaking waves could signal the presence of a rip current-swim to the side to escape the rip-tide
· Your body will cool quickly so limit your time in the water and get out if you start to feel cold.
· Be aware of Beach Warning Flags

Round Table ISM Feedback and Continuous Improvement

· Talk to your groups about their safety concerns/issues
· Bring those concerns/issues forward and present at the DZAC meeting-Opportunity to elevate your concerns
· Issues can concern work processes/equipment/hazards/controls
