
Berkeley Laboratory Institutional Animal Care and Use Committee (Animal Welfare and Research Committee ) Animal Use Protocol Review Types


Administrative review:

a. Correction of typographical or grammar errors

b. Contact information updates, updates for training in researcher profiles

c. Change in personnel other than PI, co-PLI, or Protocol Coordinator. Note that all such personnel must be adequately trained and qualified, enrolled in the LBNL occupational health and safety programs, and meeting other criteria as required by the AWRC.
d. Increase in the purchase or use of animal numbers up to 25% of approved number.

e. Moving requested numbers of animals predicted for use one year to a later year.

f. Shipping animals to a NIH assured or AAALAC accredited institution.
Administrative review with veterinarian consult:

a. Change in anesthesia, analgesia, or sedation

b. Change in details or method of euthanasia to any method(s) approved by the AVMA Guidelines for the Euthanasia of Animals.
c. Minor procedural changes (for example: shipping animals to an NIH assurance or AAALAC accredited institution; switch in source of animals which involve AWRC approved vendor; adding a new strain of mice with no change in study objectives or animal welfare implications).
Designated Member Review: 
The full committee is given 72 hours to respond regarding whether or not the protocol under discussion should be reviewed by the full committee.

a) Shipment from LBNL to a recipient without an NIH Assurance or AAALAC accreditation
b) Animal transportation outside of AWRC approved guidelines (for example, lab-staff transportation of animals)
c) Change in co-PLI or PLI
d) Collaborative protocols for antibody production by a PHS assured or AAALAC accredited lab, or for receiving archival or surplus tissue from a PHS assured or AAALAC accredited institution.
e) Collaborative protocol for antibody production by a non-PHS assured lab or for receiving archival or surplus tissue from a non-PHS assured institution.
f) Transferring animals from one LBNL approved protocol to another in cases where a relationship has not already been set up, for example when a breeding protocol is supplying animals for an experimental protocol, and the experimental protocol lists the breeding protocol as the source of animals.
Full Committee Review:
All other reviews, for new protocols, for the triennial renewal of protocols, for major modifications with animal welfare implications, etc., must be done by the full Animal Welfare and Research Committee at a convened meeting.
