Guidelines for creating an animal use protocol when your projected use of laboratory animals will not begin until the 4th or 5th years of your study

1) Create a full animal use protocol in the HARP system. On the species information page, (5th page into the protocol from) upload a table in 3.0 with all the details of  your projected animal use, including numbers of animals, male and female ratios, species, etc.
2) In 2.0 on this page, state that the animal work is not anticipated to begin until year four (or five). State that if it has not begun by the time of the triennial renewal for the protocol (three years from now) that renewal will be modified to include all the animal work yet to come in the ensuing three years.
3) In 1.0 on this page, enter the species you anticipate using. Unfortunately the system will not take just 0’s, so for the three years you’ll have to put in a “1.”
4) If your research proceeds well and faster than anticipated and the need for animal work arises earlier than the three year triennial renewal, the protocol as it is now approved must be amended to add all the animals, their numbers and so forth, to be used. Thus on the species information page 1.0 will be filled out completely and all sections will be updated as needed: sequence of events, procedures, health monitoring, etc.
5) [bookmark: _GoBack]You must fill out the protocol form completely. While you may go ahead and add all relevant procedures, anesthesia, and groups, we advise that you to keep it fairly simple with just one group, and short descriptions of the procedures.
