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Procedure Description (specify if any deviation from the following)
1. Anesthetize and provide analgesic to mouse following Anesthesia Guidelines. 
2. Prep animal for surgery according to Surgical Guidelines (Required; any deviations from these guidelines must be included in this section)
3. Make a small incision (~1cm) in the skin of the animal along the dorsal midline, just below the last rib followed by an incision in the body wall. Cover the site with sterile gauze, paper or cloth drape, with an opening over the incision site to minimize contamination of the surgical area and surgical instruments.
4. With a blunt forceps, pick up the fat pad associated with the ovary, and pull out the ovary, oviduct and uterus on to the sterile drape.
5. Transfer the injected embryos into either the oviduct (0.5 day fertilized eggs) or the uterus (3.5day fertilized eggs) using a finely drawn transfer pipette.
6. Close the body wall with sutures and the skin with wound clips or surgical glue.
7. Place the animals on a heating pad or in a chamber maintained at 370C to prevent hypothermia, and monitor the mice during and following recovery.
