

	 


Intraductal Transplantation Surgery


Procedure Description (specify if any deviation from the following)
1. Anesthetize and provide analgesic to mouse following appropriate Guidelines. 
2. Prep animal for surgery according to Surgical Guidelines (Required; any deviations from these guidelines must be included in this section)
3.  Mice are laid on their back and a Y-incision is made on the abdomen to allow the skin covering the inguinal mammary fat pads to be peeled back to expose the inguinal gland.
4. The nipple of the inguinal gland is snipped so that the needle can be directly inserted through the nipple. 
5. Using a 30-gauge Hamiton syringe, 50-ul capacity, with a blunt-ended 1/2 –inch needle two-four microliters cell-culture medium with 0.1% trypan blue containing breast cancer cells are injected. 
6. The skin is closed with wound clips.
