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Mammary Fat Pad Clearance Surgery


Procedure Description (specify if any deviation from the following)
1. Anesthetize and provide analgesic to mouse following Anesthesia Guidelines. 
2. Prep animal for surgery according to Surgical Guidelines (Required; any deviations from these guidelines must be included in this section)
3.  Mice are laid on their back and a skin incision is made subcutaneously at the anterior midline and along each flank to reveal the inguinal mammary gland (i.e. the 4th mammary gland). 
4. The epithelium is destroyed by cauterizing the connection to the 5th gland, and removing the tissue from the nipple to just above the lymph node. 
5. The skin is closed with wound clips.
6. The mouse is recovered on a heating pad or heated chamber.
