

	 


Osmotic Pump Insertion Surgery Guidelines


Procedure Description (specify if any deviation from the following)
1. Anesthetize and provide analgesic to mouse following Anesthesia Guidelines. 
2. Prep animal for surgery according to Surgical Guidelines (Required; any deviations from these guidelines must be included in this section)
3. Make a 1-1.5 cm incision using a sterile scalpel blade in the skin on the back, just caudal to the scapular region (shoulder). 
4. Using blunt dissection, create a “pocket” in the subcutaneous tissue large enough to accommodate the pump without creating skin tension when closed.
5. Insert the sterile pump.
6. Close the skin incision using wound clips
