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Procedure Description (specify if any deviation from the following)
1. Anesthetize and provide analgesic to mouse following appropriate Guidelines. 
2. Prep animal for surgery according to Surgical Guidelines (Required; any deviations from these guidelines must be included in this section)
3. The mice are placed in ventral recumbancy and a 4-7mm skin incision is made parallel and ventral to the spine midway between the last rib and the iliac crest.
4. Forceps are used to spread open the incision and to locate the ovarian fat pad.
5. Forceps are used to grasp and exteriorize the ovarian fat pad.
6. Mosquito forceps are placed between the oviduct and the uterine horn and are retained for ~15 seconds, to prevent bleeding. 
7. The ovary is removed by cutting above the clamped area.
8. The skin is closed with would clips.
9. Repeat on the other side.
