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Subcutaneous Tissue Implantation (xenograft) Surgery


Procedure Description (in the “procedure details” box, specify the implantation site, which of the following methods you plan to use, and/or if any deviation from the following)

1. Surgical implantation
a. Anesthetize and provide analgesic to animal following Guidelines. 
b. Prep animal for surgery according to Surgical Guidelines (Required; any deviations from these guidelines must be included in this section)
c. Make a ~1cm incision using a sterile scalpel blade at the site of implantation. 
d. Using blunt dissection, create a small “pocket” in the subcutaneous tissue large enough to accommodate the tissue fragment without creating skin tension when closed.
e. Insert the tissue.
f. Close the skin incision using wound clips 

2. Trocar implantation
a. Anesthetize the animal following Guidelines. 
b. Prep animal for surgery according to Surgical Guidelines 
c. Using a disposable trocar, insert the needle and inject the tissue. If a blunt or re-usable trocar is used, puncture the skin using an 18 g. needle prior to inserting the trocar. 
d. Insert the tissue.
e. Wound clip closure should not be necessary, but if opening is large, close with wound clip, and provide analgesic
