1. Biopsy with skin incision (surgical biopsy)
a. Anesthetize and provide analgesic to animal following Guidelines.

c. Make a small (~1 cm) incision using a sterile scalpel blade in the skin over the area to be biopsied. 
d. Using sterile instruments, remove a portion of the tissue of interest
e. After controlling bleeding, close the skin incision using wound clips

a. Anesthetize animal following Guidelines. 
b. Prep biopsy site as for surgery according to Surgical Guidelines 
c. Apply the biopsy needle according to manufacturer’s instructions.
