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Vasectomy

Procedure Description (specify if any deviation from the following)
1. Anesthetize and provide analgesic to mouse following Guidelines. 
2. Prep animal for surgery according to Surgical Guidelines (Required; any deviations from these guidelines must be included in this section)
3. The mouse is laid on its back and a 1cm incision is made in the skin, followed by an incision in the body wall across the lower  abdomen approximately 0.5 inch anterior to the genitals.
4. Both tubes of the vas deferens can be seen lying on either side of the bladder; the left vas deferens is gently lifted out of the body cavity using a blunt forceps. A curved forceps is tucked underneath the vas deferens and the tines are allowed to spread to their natural unsprung state, with the ends pointing vertically. 
5. While in this position, the suture is used to make two firm knots in the vas deferens, about 4-5 mm apart. 
6. A section of vas deferens between the knots is cut out and placed on a tissue to ensure that one side has been done. 
7. The two cut ends of the vas deferens are gently placed back inside the abdominal cavity and the procedure is repeated on the right hand side. 
8. The body wall is closed with sutures and the skin is closed with wound clips.
9. Animals are placed on a heating pad or in a chamber maintained at 370C to prevent hypothermia and allowed to recover. 
10. Following the operation, the mice are allowed to recover for two weeks before being test bred to confirm their sterility.
